	1 Summary of the proposed ordinance must include a statement of the public purpose such as serving the public health safety morals and welfare: The amendment would allow a veterinary clinic seeking to do business in the City of Delray Beach to be administratively approved, rather than through an extensive hearing process.  The domestic animal service regulations in LDR Section 4.3.3(W) provide sufficient requirements, such that the conditional use process is not necessary to protect the public welfare.
