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HOT OFF THE PRESS - City of Columbia (SC) Unveils ShotSpotter Program and Early Results
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In the first three weeks of the program, CPD
tracked the following outcomes:

« 131 ShotSpotter Alerts

« 13 arrests

« 11 guns recovered, including 2 which had been
reported stolen

* Over 100 casings recovered

» 39 casings submitted into NIBIN

* 9 NIBIN hits, including one that was linked to 8
separate incidents.

« Of the 131 alerts, only 26 had corresponding 911

calls.

“‘We stepped up and made this investment,” Mayor
Benjamin said. “We needed to make sure that even
in the absence of the citizens calling in we could
use data to make a difference. Lesson learned for
us. We’'re seeing that promise.”



City of Delray Beach — Coverage Area and Analysis

This analysis is based on gun-related crime data
provided by the Delray Beach Police Department.
From January 1, 2016 through October 12, 2018,
there were 831 gun-related crimes in the City of
Delray Beach.

The proposed ShotSpotter area (outlined in blue
above) covers 2.0 mi2. This area represents 467 of
831 gun-related crimes, or 56% of the total. This
includes 60 assaults (54% of total), 2 murders (100%
of total), and 77 shootings (68% of total).
