AGTLAND was awarded a Site Development Assistance award of 
$75,000 to help make much needed, and long overdue improvements 
to its property/building.  Funding was used for an array of interior and 
exterior improvements to the main property including replacement and 
upgrade of windows and doors to impact standards, painting, 
landscaping, interior flooring, plumbing, electrical upgrades and more.  
The award helped preserve a piece of Delray’s cultural heritage, since 
the mini campus-like structures are considered contributing structures 
within the Old School Square Historic District.
